The allowance goes directly into your child’s
canteen account and it is a completely anonymous process (please note that if you
were in receipt of this allowance previously, you will need to reapply each year). |
would encourage you to apply if you are eligible- the amount of Pupil Equity
Funding the school receives (which funds our Numeracy and Literacy Support
Programmes) is determined by the levels of free school meals provided.
